The tax credits are
based on the amount of qualified tuition and fees, less
grants and other tax-free educational assistance, and
the taxpayer’s modified adjusted gross income. Hope
credits apply to fees paid after December 31, 1997 and
Lifetime Learning credit applies to fees paid after June
30, 1998. Consult IRS Publication 970 or your tax
advisor for additional information.

Note to Taxpayers:
Treasury regulation §1.162.5 permits an income tax
deduction for education expenses (registration fees and
cost of travel, meals, and lodging) undertaken to: 

1) Maintain or improve skills required in one’s
employment or other trade or business, or 

2) Meet expressed requirements of an employer or a
law imposed as a condition to retention of
employment, job status or rate of compensation.
